Action Items:

Principal’s Report
· Staffing Update:  Amelia is back from leave, Ms. Ware and Mr. Fulwire have practicum students
· Activity Day on March 20 a success with the dance, cookie decorating and spa being a hit
· Naturalization Area Funds 
· Funds were earmarked from the No Fuss Fundraiser that Steve will provide to the Naturalization Committee (Julie and Theresa)
· Pre-voted funds of $1500 are also already earmarked from Operations account for the outdoor space
· Second Floor Single Stall Bathroom: a single stall bathroom upstairs is restricted to one student at a time with serious consequences if more than one student is in there at a time as we are a K-9 school.  Currently no issues have occurred, but actions would be as follows:
