Review of Action Items & Approval of minutes from the March 20, 2025

Action Items: 
· Action item: Is there an opportunity to rubberize the playground?  Steve to look into costs -quote coming.

Principal’s Report
· Grade 9 leadership:
· Proposed movie night 3:15-6:30, June 19th for grade 6 and 9, consists of games and appropriate movie, suggested donation of $2 for entry. The objective of the movie night is to unwind after PATs in a safe and comfortable environment.
· Permission slip required and students not allowed to leave until the end
· Request funding for pizza, chips, pop for the event ($250)
· Steve to match with $250 from the school 
· Any additional profits to go to the women’s shelter
· Staffing updates:
· The 4 student teachers have completed their work with the school for the semester. Best wishes to them as they begin their professional careers.
· RAM resource allocation update:
· Had been anticipating another system specialized class (like ACCESS) but it will not be happening for next year.
· Received budgetary documents for next year. The work is ongoing but the numbers do not look much different from this year. No losses or major increases from current resourcing
· Teacher and support staff transfer window does not begin until after the May long weekend, expect to be able to share more definite details at the next school council meeting or as they arise.
· ACCESS class will be receiving a second full time EA due to changes in how the CBE funds this class. There will be no impact to the Science Program at Riverside as these classes are centrally funded.
· Quote requested for rubberized playground by facilities -Potentially happening over the summer. Updates to be shared as they come.
· Facilities will be conducting a site visit to determine what we do re: a mural for the outside of the school. This did not move past the conversation stage with the previous Principal. Have requested and received copies of any previous correspondence so work won’t all have to be redone.	
· We would engage with an artist to provide materials / media for the mural, which facilities would mount on the school.
· Have requested a quote to repaint the concrete on the west facing side of the school (along 6 St) as it is in disrepair. Material is not designed to be painted and as such may need to be redone every 5-6 years. May end up being cheaper than a more permanent solution of adding siding over top the concrete.
· Grade nine farewell end of year:
· Communication with grade 9 families 2 weeks ago that students were given options for when to hold their Farewell Event – June 18 or 19. Students concerned about having it on the night before the math PAT. The 19th is the proposed movie night so the Farewell is planned for June 13th.
· Ms. Baxter will engage with students shortly to determine what they would like to do for the celebration – funding request likely to come in May from the student group. School will be happy to pair with the council on this.
· Scott Price is organizing a pancake breakfast to be held on the compound on the morning of May 23rd – volunteers may be requested.
· CBE student survey 12 points higher in students feeling welcomed / happy and 93% from 89% “for my teacher cares”
