1. Staffing Updates 
a. Zalisha Ali has joined Riverside staff to fill in for Jilayne Warne who began a medical leave prior to maternity leave today 
b. In process of hiring for an additional Lunch Supervisor 
2. School Development Plan 
a. Will be sharing more about this in the new year; final version of the School Development Plan and School Results Report to be posted to the website by the end of month 
b. Option given to focus on one or two goals: we have chosen two 
i. Stronger student engagement through access to meaningful, relevant and engaging learning tasks ii. Purposeful support in building connections and trusting relationships between staff and students and students with students 
3. Activity Day 
a. School Council has already agreed to provide $500 of funding to match same contribution from the school 
b. Scott has arranged for a DJ for the dance portion of the event c. This year we have agreed to host 2 afternoon “Activity Days” that will be held in-school, and looking to have one full-day Activity Day in the late Spring out in the community – celebrating the year and return of good weather 
4. Kid Inventor Day 
a. To be held January 30, 2025 – has been changed to week prior to Spring Break 
b. General idea remains the same – students focused on creating an invention or solving a problem c. Continued use/growth of the “mystery box” and “secret items” for use in the inventions from last year 
5. Winter Solstice a. Have not determined an official date – last year was held on the final day of classes (this year – December 20).  Seemed OK last year
 b. A couple of things to keep in mind: hot foods must be sent in a crockpot so that proper temperature can be maintained; cold foods must be kept cold as well and should be removed from a refrigerator as close to the event as possible
 c. Will need to organize a team of volunteers to help with tidy-up as this will butt up right against holidays starting
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
